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Campaign against faith schools, and faith school expansion
Dear Mr Gove

I draw your attention to the growing concern among many people in the UK who find the concept of ‘Faith Schools’ disturbing, in that they are divisive and corrosive to community cohesion, and a concept that, if allowed to grow and play-out to the fullest extent, can have only one inevitable outcome; being the creation of a religiously segregated Britain in our long term future. We have over 2,000 years of world history with which to prove this outcome to be the only inevitable outcome. We foolishly ignore this history at our own peril. 
Faith schools promote the allocation of religious labels to children in accordance with their parent’s preferred religious belief and/or the faith school they attend; giving rise to ridiculous statements such as “she is a Catholic child” or “he is a Muslim child”. Statements which are of course intangible nonsense, since children are in fact just “children” in this respect and thoroughly neutral to theological concepts; it is their parents, or their school, which own such religious labels.  
Faith schools also conduct the most virulent forms of religious indoctrination upon children, without any check from the present government, and this can only lead to future religious conflict in the UK, in the same manner as it has done all over the world, all throughout history. 
We simply cannot bury our head in the sand to the FACT that: today’s competing theologies are mutually exclusive, and as such oil and water; they are by design incapable of living in harmony in an ‘all inclusive community’. No matter how hard we strive to achieve this desired ‘all inclusive community’ the religious tensions and disagreements will always be there, just bellow the surface, waiting to break out.
